IB French 5 (HL) is the second segment of a two-year series that prepares students to take the IB French or Exam. The
development of all language skills-listening, speaking, reading, writing-continues, with emphasis on using the language
in realistic contexts with authentic materials, to include films, recordings, newspapers, and magazines. Selected literary
works are included. Examples and questions from past IB exams are used as learning tools at appropriate times
throughout the course. Students are required to take the higher-level examination.
